Willington Action Group (WAG)





Willington had an Anti Social Behaviour problem, mainly with older children. They wanted to address this in order to make the village a better place to live. Eight volunteers came together and asked for help from Derbyshire Village Games. Toni helped them to set up a group with constitution and the right policies.  


Willington Action Group now provides activities for 10-14 year olds. They get 40 young people per week. The group is now making long term plans for activities and sessions. 


Why has this group been successful? They ask the young people what they want, they are a child led group who take the views and wants of those attending into consideration. The eight volunteers share the load. They work together very well and each bring their own skills to the group.  


The young people are no longer hanging around the street corners as they have some where to be. They are also showing concern for others in the village and have suggested other community projects. A conservation group is being set up at a local hot spot this will also include fishing rights. Older people in the village will teach the younger ones how to fish. 


Willington Action group is now planning to include older children. They are entering local carnival which has just been set up. There is also a plan to clean up the canal paths.
